Disease Matters 
Since May 2022, Monkeypox cases have been reported throughout the United 
States. Here are the current numbers for Utah and Davis County: 

 Total cases in Utah: 173 

 Total cases in Davis County: 15 

 Davis County Health Department (DCHD) has distributed 391 vaccines.  

High risk exposure characteristics for individuals includes (but not limited to): 

 Contact between an exposed individual’s broken skin or mucous membranes 
with the skin lesions or bodily fluids from a person with monkeypox. 

 Any sexual or intimate contact involving mucous membranes, such as 
kissing, vaginal, oral-gential, oral-anal, or anal sex (insertive or receptive) 
with a person with monkeypox. 

 Contact between an exposed individual’s broken skin or mucous membranes 
with materials (e.g., linens, clothing, objects, sex toys) that have contacted 
the skin lesions or bodily fluids of a person with monkeypox (e.g., sharing 
food, touching linens used by a person with monkeypox that hasn’t been 
disinfected or laundered). 

DCHD can provide vaccines to individuals who are eligible. Individuals who are 
eligible include: 

 Individuals who have had close, intimate contact with someone who has 
monkeypox. 

 Gay, bisexual, and other men who have sex with men, transgender or 
nonbinary people who in the past 6 months have had: 

 A new diagnosis of one or more nationally reportable sexually transmitted 
diseases (i.e., acute HIV, chancroid, chlamydia, gonorrhea, or syphilis). 

 More than one sex partner. 

 People who have had any of the following in the past 6 months: 

 Sex at a commercial sex venue. 

 Sex in association with a large public event in a geographic area where 
monkeypox transmission is occurring. 

 Sexual partners of people with the above risks. 

 People who anticipate experiencing the above risks.

Respiratory illnesses, such as influenza, generally peak during the 

months of December through mid February. One of the best ways to 

prevent influenza is getting vaccinated every year. With the ongoing 

COVID-19 pandemic, the CDC recommends that medical providers 

offer influenza and COVID-19 vaccines at the same visit to patients 

who are eligible. Getting both vaccines is important for prevention of 

severe disease, hospitalization, and death.  

Davis County will continue to monitor influenza activity. For this 

upcoming influenza season, we have expanded our traditional 

influenza report to include RSV and COVID-19. This updated report 

will present more information on respiratory illnesses, including 

emergency department visits and hospitalizations. If you have not 

received our reports in the past and would like to, please email 

Brandon at bbeagles@co.davis.ut.us.
